3.      Written Apology:    A 1-2 page hand-written apology to the victim

                        or victims which explains how the behavior is wrong, why

                        it won’t happen in the future, why you are sorry for the

                        incident and what you have learned from this incident.

                        *If it is presented to the victim to read and then is signed 

                        and dated by the victim with a phone number for the 

                         Court to verify that this took place then it is worth extra

                         hours of restitution.                        

***All alternative restitution projects will be reviewed by the Adult and Youth Judges of Independence Youth Court and will then be awarded a specific number of hours toward the service/restitution which was ordered as a court sentence.   Hours will range from 1 to 4 hours depending on the quality of the work and the amount of time spent by the juvenile in preparing the projects.  Keep track of your time and put it down on the bottom of the essay or apology along with your name.   On the poster projects please put the time and your name on the back side of the poster board.  

***All projects must be hand written by the juvenile however you can add a few graphics/pictures on the poster boards.
